These fictionalized composite stories are a blending of a multitude of 

different narratives I've heard over the years since the Law of Attrac­

tion became popular. They are told by persons who are utterly frustrated, 

not with the Law of Attraction as we've come to understand it, but \vith 

themselves, for not being able stop sabotaging their own dreams. vVe dare 

not question the authority of the Law of Attraction, because if we do, we 

might be creating our own downfall. But it is time that we dare it, for 

questions might just give us answers . 

And we don't have to debunk the Law of Attraction altogether to ques­

tion our understanding of it. The Law was supposedly given to Ester 

Hicks by a group of spirit guides known now as Abraham. Ester and her 

husband Jerry then wrote a series of books about this law that took ofr like 

wild-fire. The same information was also given to us by the movie and 

book called The Secret, by Rhonda Byrne. Basically what the Law tells us 

is that we attract what ,ve think. Our thoughts are like magnets, bringing 

home the material essence of the thought. So, if we think we'll never find 

anyone to love us, then we continue to attract unloving partners.
